If either party seeks review, the matter will be
forwarded to the Review Department. If neither party seeks review, the matter will remain abated
in the Hearing Department until such time as thé ‘Supreme Court issues a final order in case no. 00-

0-13979, and then the matter will be unabated and forwarded to the Supreme Court without further
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delay.
THEREFORE, unless either party files an objection to this abatement within 15 days of the
date this order is filed, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the matter is ABATED effective August
