I, MYAVA R. ESCAMILLA, Esq., am the Member of the State Bar herein and submit this Declaration

in lieu of personal testimony pursuant to Sections 2009 and 2015.5 of the California Code of Civil

Procedure and all related authorities. If called upon to do so, I could and would testify competently to

the following:
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JURISDICTION

COUNT ONE

Allegation 2; 2(A) and 2(B): DENY. In November of 2012, Ms. Toya Latimore signed a

retainer agreement in which I allowed her to make an initial deposit of $500.00 and agreed that

she would be allowed to make $300.00 payments towards a total balance of $1,700.00 - which

included a filing fee of approximately $300.00. Ms. Latimore provided documentation and I

completed her bankruptcy. She began making payments and I never hurried or rushed her

regarding timeliness of payments. Ms. Latimore’s situation changed dramatically over the

course of this time. She eventually obtained employment and moved permanently outside of

the jurisdiction of the bankruptcy court in which she and I were located. I advised her of

various consequences of the move and her options, explained that I could not file in that

jurisdiction and that I was willing to work together and find a resolution in which I was

reasonably compensated for:

a. meeting several times,

b. maintaining contact for month after month,

c. addressing issues with during that time addressing, for example, property issues related

to being on title of her Mother’s residence, issues related to a vehicle,

The time taken in this bankruptcy was not due to counsel’s delay but rather due to the client’s

request - in writing in the retainer - for ample time to pay the reasonable flat fee. Ultimately,

the client moved away from the jurisdiction entirely. Then she did not qualify for Ch. 7 because

she was making a significant increase in earnings. However, I had prepared the bankruptcy as

promised and engaged considerably with the client. If I had billed the client hourly, it would

have easily exceeded the modest $1,500.00 for the retainer, let alone preparation of bankruptcy

and attendance in court.
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After the client f’mally paid the retainer, counsel could not file because she had moved outside

of the Eastern District’s jurisdiction. I was under no obligation nor did I wish to go through a

licensing process, pay the fee to practice in a jurisdiction in which I do not need.

COUNT TWO

o

DENY. Counsel herein incorporates the above response to Count 1. Counsel maintained

contact for months upon months. The client’s retainer specifies that she was permitted to make

monthly payments for $300.00. She did indeed pay monthly, missed months and took ample

time to pay the retainer. By that time, she had moved out of the jurisdiction. Counsel did not

refund the modest retainer and the Client was upset with that decision.

COUNT THREE

DENY. Counsel believed this allegation was incorporated into one main case and a response

was not required.
