1. Three counts of violating title 18 United States Code section 1542 (false
statements on a United States passport application), a felony that involves moral
turpitude;

2. One count of violating title 26 United States Code section 7212 (corrupt endeavor

to obstruct and impede the due administration of the Internal Revenue laws), a
felony that involves moral turpitude;

3. Two counts of violating title 26 United States Code section 7201 (tax evasion), a
felony for which there is probable cause to believe involves moral turpitude;

4. Seven counts of violating title 18 United States Code section 1014 (false
statements to a federally insured financial institution), a felony that involves

moral turpitude; and

S. Six counts of violating title 18 United States Code section 1028A (aggravated
identity theft), a felony that involves moral turpitude.

It is ordered pursuant to Business and Professions Code section 6102 that respondent be
suspended from the practice of law effective September 17, 2014, pending final disposition of

this proceeding. (Cal. Rules of Court, rule 9.10(a).) It is further ordered that respondent comply
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with California Rules of Court, rule 9.20, and perform the acts specified in subdivisions () and

(c) of that rule within 30 and 40 days, respectively, after the effective date of this suspension.
