The court wishes to clarify its decision filed on March 25, 2008, as modified by the court’s
order filed on March 28, 2008, by clarifying that numbered paragraphs 10 and 11 on page 13 are
separate requirements and are not probation conditions.

1. On page 13 of the decision, numbered paragraph 11, line 5, “within one year of the
effective date of the discipline herein” is deleted, and in its place is inserted “within one year after
the effective date of the discipline herein or during the period of his actual suspension, whichever
is longer.”
